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We urge parents/carers/spectators at all times to remember that young people should play hockey because they enjoy it and want to be part of the club. It is really important that the following code is adhered to if we are to build a happy club that is built on mutual respect and regard for each other:





Parents/Carers/Spectators Should…





Work with the club coaches to build positive and friendly relationships, remembering that coaches are volunteering to give up their time for the benefit of the children. 


If concerned or aggrieved in any way about a coach’s methods or decisions, try to approach them calmly at a time that is convenient for a discussion. 


Help your child to learn what it means to be a team player. Always make sure that they turn up for training and matches. Don’t let people down unless there is a good reason and then make sure you inform the coach in good time!


Help the child recognise good performance, not just results.


Teach your child to win and lose with dignity.


Respect the officials on the pitch. Thank the coaches and umpires and your child will learn to do the same. 


Praise and encourage your child as much as possible; all of us do better when people say positive things to us. Never belittle a child for losing or making mistakes.


Discourage unfair play and arguing with officials.


Accompany their children to the playing area and ensure that the Coaches and/or Officials are present rather than ‘just drop them’ off in the car park.
